When creating a new author, several of the settings for borehole and well log display go back to default.  In order to fix this, follow the steps below:
1) Project boreholes onto seismic lines

In the lab, it states that the well NINIGOK should be visible on 8 and 13, but with the default settings this is not the case.  Normally, Kingdom Suite only projects boreholes 300 meters, which is not enough for this activity.  Instead, we will set the borehole projection distance to 3000 meters.  To do this, go to Wells on the pull-down menu, then select Borehole Display Options.  This option will only be available if the active window is a seismic line (not the basemap).  At the top of the new window will be the term “Borehole Projection”; change this to 3000 and hit OK.  You should now be able to see the NINIGOK well on both of the lines specified.  Be aware, however, that the further you project a well, the greater the chance of inaccurate well-to-seismic ties, especially in tilted strata.

2) Display well logs

To display the well logs in the manner described in the lab handout, first go to Logs on the pull-down menu.  Select Settings (again, this option will only be available if the active window is a seismic line).  This will bring up a window which should have the “Scale and Style Setup” tab open (if not, click on this tab).  Now, we need to select the logs to display.  Click on GR in the right window, and then Track 1 in the second window.  Use the arrow to move this into the 3rd window from the right, which should now say “GR    Track 1.”  Do the same for tracks 2 and 3, with RHOB as Track 2 and DTCO as Track 3.  Then, change the color of the tracks using the color tab in the middle of the window; GR = red, RHOB = blue, and DTCO = green.  If you would like, you can also thin out the lines a bit to see more detail.  I suggest changing the width to 0.01 rather than 0.051, which is the default setting.  Hit OK, and you should be ready to go!
